Falcon Camps are Christian holidays for 8-18 year olds run by CPAS for children and young people who face disadvantage at home. The aim of all Falcon Camps is to make sure the young people have a great holiday with lots of fun and hear about the good news of Jesus.

These holidays have been run for around 100 years and sadly today there is as much need as ever. Youngsters have to endure physical and mental abuse, parents with drug and alcohol problems, poverty, neglect and broken homes.

Many of the 450 young people who attend a Falcon Camp each year face these sorts of problems, and some have loving families but with no spare cash for holidays. Many children do things on camp for the first time which we might take for granted, like playing on the beach or even having three proper meals a day.

Falcon Camps work on many levels. Fun and spiritual teaching are delivered through a carefully planned programme, as well as through the way leaders embody Christian family values in their attitudes and behaviour to each other and the children all week.

The difference it makes is so tangible. At one camp on the last evening six young people responded to the invitation to choose Jesus for themselves. One of their leaders said: ‘There in the Kent countryside, we knew miracles were happening.’
Falcon Camps are subsidised so that the brochure price is kept to a reasonable amount, generally £120, but if a family cannot afford this the price is further reduced to enable the children most in need to access a holiday.  However each place actually costs on average £250 so we need donations to enable us to continue this ministry.
